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BCCAN Completes Four Training
Seminars in Nine Weeks

Beaver County CAN re-
cently completed a very
busy training schedule. It
started with the Ethics
and Boundaries for Ef-
fective Professional
Practice that was held
on September 30™. The
training was attended by
81 people, the largest
group at a CAN training
in some time. The
WPIC/OERP presenters
and presentation were
well received.

The Ethics training was
followed by a Stay
Warm Summit on No-
vember 23" that was

attended by 50 direct
care workers, mostly
from BCCAN member
agencies. The workers
learned from seven dif-
ferent programs what
services are available for

consumers who experi-
ence heating problems
during the winter

months.

The most recent train-
ings were held on De-
cember 3™ and 4". The
Bridges Out of Poverty
seminars were attended
by 94 people over the
two days.

This completes CAN’s
training program for
2009. We have already
started planning for the
new year. Our first train-
ing will be held on March
9" (see Upcoming CAN
Trainings).

BCCAN Website Update

The BCCAN website is
the county’s most com-
prehensive and accessi-
ble directory for social
services available for
county residents. There
are over 350 providers
listed in the directory,
and our search capabili-
ties make finding
needed services much
easier.

In November, the Board
approved an upgrade to

the Resource Direc-
tory. This upgrade will
not be quickly noticeable
to users, but will change
the software platform
that it is built on, and will
ensure the continued
viability of the site. There
are also several other
enhancements that will
be reviewed further in
our next issue.

In our continued effort to
make the website rele-

vant and useful, we have
been experimenting on
the latest upgrades, es-
pecially the survey mod-
ule, and the chat and
forum modules. There
have been a few glitches
that we have been work-
ing out with the IT com-
pany, but all are working
now.

Volunteer help needed for HIN1 clinics

Multiple H1N1 clinics are
being sponsored by the
Pennsylvania Department
of Health statewide.

The Butler County Emer-
gency Management
Agency and Cranberry
Township Emergency
Management Agency
along with the Beaver
County Department of
Emergency Services are
assisting with the coordi-
nation of the clinic.

Public safety officials are
currently planning for two;
8-hour, drive-thru clinics,
to be held at the Rt. 19
Manheim (Butler) Auto
Auction located in Cran-
berry Township. The dates
of the clinics will be Fri-
day, January 8 and Sat-
urday, January 9, 2010
from 8AM to 4PM both
days. These clinics will be
for the populations of But-

organizatio les and Beaver counties.

To staff the event, volun-
teers are needed to sign

up in advance. Medically-
trained volunteers will be
needed to screen patients
and assist with administer-
ing the vaccine. Non-
medical volunteers will be
needed to handle the lo-
gistical, administrative and
support aspects of the
clinics.

Officials are encouraging
any civic, church, or com-
munity service organiza-
tions which are able to
mobilize their members for
this effort to partici-

pate. Individual volunteers
should go to the SERVPA
website, www.serv.pa.gov.
This is the Department of
Health’s volunteer registry
where they will be asked
to complete a confidential
questionnaire about their
background, preferences,
and constraints. All infor-
mation is secure and ac-
cessible only to SERVPA
administrators.

Completing the question-
naire does not guarantee

that the individual will be
called upon, nor does it
mean they will have to
participate if they are
called. However only
those who have registered
through the SERVPA web-
site will be accepted as
volunteers and they will be
granted protection against
any liability claims arising
from the administration of
the vaccine. In future
emergency situations, vol-
unteers who have regis-
tered through the website
may also be contacted for
their help.
